The interesting thing about fruit is that it was the source of mankind’s major down fall. Eve told the serpent,

“But the fruit of the
Spirit is love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, gentleness, self-control; against such
there is no law” (Gal. 5:22-23). We can feast on this spiritual fruit to our hearts desire because it is all
good for our souls.
