I like to think that I trust God. That I would step boldly into the unknown if he asked me to. That 
my name would be included with people like Moses, David, Esther, Jeremiah, Peter, and 
Timothy who did big things for God. I like to think that. I’d even be happy if I was included with 
people like Thaddeus, Fortunatus, Lydia and Tychicus (little known people in the Bible). They 
didn’t do big things, but they made it into the good book. 
 
Then I read verses like Proverbs 3:5, “Trust in the Lord with all of your heart and lean not on 
your own understanding,” and Matthew 6:34, “Do not worry about tomorrow…each day has 
enough trouble of its own.” They remind me that I like the familiar. I like comfort. I like 
consistency. The unknown gives me anxious, sleepless nights and big decisions feel like 
standing on the edge of a huge drop with nothing but some threads that someone says, “Trust 
me…it will hold.” 
 
Do I trust God or not?  
 
Yes, I trust God. At least…in some things I know I do. Maybe a better response is that I’m 
learning to trust God. The more we do a certain activity the more familiar and comfortable we 
become with it. I think back to the first job interviews I had as a young man and how nervous I 
was. They were terrible. But the last time I had one, numerous years and interviews later, it 
wasn’t so bad. I enjoyed it. In fact, I’d even say it was exciting! 
 
I’ve followed God my whole life. He has also given me everything I need. He has proven himself 
time and time again. And there are times when trust comes easy, but I’d be lying if I said it was 
easy all the time. Following God is an adventure and adventures include the unknown. Follow 
God into the unknown. Consider the words of Psalm 20:7, “Some trust in chariots and some in 
horses, but we trust in the name of the Lord our God.” Trust God, give him a chance to prove 
himself.
